ECP-1: Application for Exemption from the Compulsory Participation Phase 

Section 244 of the Education (General Provisions) Act 2006 empowers the chief executive to grant a parent of a child in the compulsory participation phase an exemption from compliance with the obligations, set out in section 239, to ensure the young person is participating full-time in an eligible option.
The young person or a parent/carer of the young person may apply for an exemption from participating in any eligible option or from participating on a full-time basis. 

In determining whether or not an exemption is to be granted, the Executive Director (Schools) or Director, Office of Non-State Education will determine whether:

· the young person can not participate in any eligible option; or

· it would be unreasonable in all the circumstances to require the young person to participate in any eligible option

In order to apply for an exemption, the necessary parts of this form are to be completed:  

· Part A by the parent/carer/young person (and signed by the parent/carer) and 

· Part B by the principal of the school where the student is enrolled in a school, or

· Part C by the Executive Director (Schools) or other appropriate district office staff where the student is not attending a school. 

Where appropriate, the principal will check the form and ensure the supporting documentation is attached. 

The completed form with supporting documentation is then to be forwarded to the 

· Executive Director (Schools) for a student enrolled in a state school or 

· Director, Office of Non-State Education, PO Box 15033, Brisbane 4002 (non-state school student) for approval.

Written notification of the decision regarding this application must be forwarded to the young person and/or parent/guardian and should be copied to the school principal.
